Build for Life video transcript

 Opening scene: Build for Life. www.buildforlife.com
Scene 2: A wide shot of a brand new two storey home in a suburban street.

Scene 3: The happy couple, older baby boomers, are in the kitchen, which is still strewn with packing boxes. They are looking around proudly at their new dream home and toasting each other with champagne.

Scene 4: Sound of a doorbell. The couple go to the door to greet visitors.  Their elderly mother, who uses a walking frame, son-in-law, who has a bandaged foot and is on crutches and daughter with the baby in the pram, have arrived.  The visitors struggle up the front steps and through the narrow doorway.
Scene 5: The mother struggles to get her walking frame across the shiny tiles of the hallway and up steps. A yellow safety sign at the top of the steps reads “Tripping Hazard”.
Scene 6: Inside the house, the daughter gazes up at the daunting staircase, which is festooned with red and white safety tape as the son-in-law painstakingly makes his way upstairs on his crutches. 
Scene 7: The son-in-law finally reaches the toilet at the top of the stairs only to find that he can’t get in. The toilet and basin are covered with yellow safety tape and a sign reads: “Restricted access”

Scene 8: The mother is in the bathroom. She unsuccessfully tries to turn on the swivel-style taps with her arthritic hands. She then glances behind her and sees that the shower over the bath has a sign in it reading “Slippery when wet”. Then she looks up and sees a “No Entry” sign on the wall.

Scene 9: The guests leave, hobbling awkwardly through the narrow hallway and door and down the steps. Sound of a baby crying.
Scene 10: Standing in the doorway of their home, the wife puts her hand on her husband’s shoulder for support as they exchange a look of deep concern.
Final scene: A tight shot of the house with the front door completely blocked by strips of yellow safety tape. Superscript appears: Build a Home that’s going to fit your life. Build for Life. www.buildforlife.com
